DISAPPLICATION OF SCHEDULE 1 IN
RESPECT OF ROYAL TITLES AND PEERAGES

Provision disapplying the effect of Schedule 1 etc. in respect of the common law

4.—(1) Paragraph 1(1) and (2) of Schedule 1 do not affect any rule of law concerning the right
of a person—

(a) who marries, or who is married to, the King Regnant, to the title of Queen; or
(b) who marries, or who is married to, the Prince of Wales, to the title of Princess of Wales.

(2) Paragraph 1(1) and (2) of Schedule 1 does not affect any rule of law concerning the acquisition
of'aright to, or interest in, a peerage, and all titles, rights, offices, privileges and precedence attaching
to it, by a person who marries or who is married to a peer holding that peerage.
