“Enactment of proposed Assembly Measures

106A.—(1) This section applies if, immediately before the coming into force of the
Assembly Act provisions, one or more proposed Assembly Measures have been passed by the
Assembly but have not been approved by Her Majesty in Council (“the proposed Measures”).

(2) Part 3 continues to have effect, for the purposes of enabling the proposed Measures to
be enacted, until an Order in Council in respect of every such Measure has been published by
the Clerk in accordance with section 102(6).”.
